languages. The Buddhist

Studies program pro-

vides a living exposure Ka-Nying Shedrup Ling Monastery

to Buddhist philosophy and a practical introduction to the richness of personal
meditation training. All summer programs are fully accredited by Kathmandu
University.

Classes are held within the Ka-Nying Shedrub Ling Monastery complex, just
a few minutes walk from the Great Stupa of Boudhanath in the Kathmandu
Valley. Ka-Nying Shedrub Ling is one of Nepal's largest monasteries and
houses more than 225 monks and lamas. The abbot of the monastery, Chokyi
Nyima Rinpoche, is a well-known Buddhist teacher who often leads seminars
on meditation and Buddhist philosophy in Nepal and around the world.

The township of Boudhanath, a community with many Tibetan monasteries,
has grown up around the Great Stupa, said to house the relics of the previous
Buddha, Mahakashyapa. The area is home to many revered teachers and a
pilgrimage point for many others. It is a major resettlement area for Tibetan
Buddhists, and students of the 2009 Summer Studies program will have
ample opportunity to learn about and immerse themselves in the local
Tibetan culture.



BEGINNING TIBETAN, INTERMEDIATE TIBETAN
ADVANCED Tl BETAN June 22 — August 14, 2009 (8 weeks)

The colloquial Tibetan summer program is offered on three
levels: Beginning, Intermediate, and Advanced.

Beginning Tibetan is for students with no prior study of
Tibetan. The program is designed to facilitate and accelerate
the study of Tibetan in both its written and colloquial forms.
It is designed for students of Buddhism who wish to engage
more deeply with the living tradition and for scholars and
researchers planning to work in Tibetan regions and cultures.

Intermediate Tibetan is for students with two semesters of
prior study of colloquial Tibetan. While building a firm foundation
of colloquial Tibetan grammar, the emphasis of the course is
on developing a rich and active vocabulary through classroom
lectures combined with daily individual practice sessions with
native Tibetan speakers.

Advanced Tibetan is for students with four semesters or more
of prior colloquial Tibetan study and the advanced program is
therefore taught in Tibetan only. Besides teaching students the
language of everyday usage, the program’s unique strength is
to teach the language of Buddhist philosophy, directly in Tibetan
by monks. This is designed to enable students to further pursue
the study of philosophy in a classical Tibetan setting.

The level of intensity of the Tibetan programs is high and the
courses require considerable time and effort in order to meet
class requirements and academic expectations. However,
students who successfully complete the summer program will
be well on their way towards a high degree of proficiency in
colloquial Tibetan.

HOUSING

As an integral part of the
Tibetan programs,
participants live with local
Tibetan families that have
been carefully selected by
the Centre for Buddhist
Studies. This provides
students with intensive
exposure to Tibetan
language and a chance to
experience life among people
in the local community.
Families provide breakfast
and dinner to the students, while lunch is served Monday to Friday at the
Institute s restaurant. Students who wish to not stay with a Tibetan family
may choose to opt out of this service and arrange for accommodation,
breakfast, and dinner on their own.

ADMISSION CRITERIA

The Tibetan programs each have
a maximum enrollment of 20
students and all applications are
subject to approval by the Centre
for Buddhist Studies.
Students applying to the
Intermediate and Advanced
programs must present
documentation of prior colloquial
Tibetan studies at a university
or from a similar recognized
program. In addition, at the
beginning of the program all
students are given a language
placement test to determine their
course level.

This program is a full immersion into the theory and practice of Buddhism.
In the unique setting of a Buddhist monastery and a traditional retreat center,
students are introduced to both classical Buddhist scholarship and meditation
training. In this way, the course offers students firsthand experience with
many key aspects of Buddhist training, which are otherwise rarely accessible
to lay-students.

Classes are structured as a combination of traditional Tibetan-style classroom
lectures on fundamental Buddhist topics and texts, along with instruction
on their practical application through meditation training. Daily meditation
sessions are an important aspect of the course and provide a personal
perspective to the philosophical content of the lectures.

Retreat Centre, Asura cave, Pharping



During the last two weeks of the
program, the course shifts to Ka-Nying
Shedrub Ling Monastery's traditional
meditation retreat center near Pharping,
a picturesque village on the southern
rim of the Kathmandu Valley. Through-
out this period, the main focus of the
classroom lectures is on practical
meditation instruction, and a major part
of the day is spent in personal

contemplation and group meditation
practice. Teacher with translator

Lectures are delivered in Tibetan by Khenpos and Lamas (senior monastic
lecturers) from Ka-Nying Shedrub Ling Monastery, and are translated into
English. Teachers and translators are all faculty members at CBS. The level
of intensity of the program is high and students are expected to invest
considerable time and effort in order to meet class requirements and academic
expectations.

ACCREDITATION
The course is awarded academic credit at the Centre for Buddhist Studies
for Buddhist Philosophy and Hermeneutics | (6 credits).

BEGINNING NEPALI June 22 — July 31, 2009 (6 weeks)

This program is offered for beginning
students with no prior study of Nepali.
It is designed to both facilitate and
accelerate the study of colloquial Nepali
for students and researchers in Nepal.
The six week program will provide
students with a basic command of
spoken Nepali and elementary reading
skills. It will also provide an essential
foundation for further independent
studies, research and field visits.

BEGINNING SANSKRIT June 22 — July 31, 2009 (6 weeks)

This intensive Sanskrit course is designed for beginning students with no
prior knowledge of Sanskrit. The program provides a thorough grounding
in the basics of Sanskrit, including a complete introduction to Sanskrit
grammar. As such, the course provides a strong foundation for the reading
of Buddhist Sanskrit literature.

Grammatical explanations
will also introduce indi-
genous categories and
concepts, so that students
become immediately
familiar with the type of
analysis found in the
Sanskrit commentarial
literature. The course will
also present grammar
classes in such a way that lessons may be directly applied to samples of
Buddhist Sanskrit literature. Depending on the interest of students, the
samples could be from Buddhist and/or other works. Students are led through
the texts in a detailed and gradual manner, so that even complete beginners
will be able to immediately access their meaning while building a basic
vocabulary and gaining familiarity with the intricacies of Sanskrit grammar.
